This also includes helping students to 
continue to be transformed by the renewing of their minds.  Family and marriage 
relationships are explored, introducing students to family living, how it must meet the needs 
of the child, and developing the child into an emotionally, mentally, and spiritually stable 
individual who is prepared to handle the responsibilities of marriage and parenting.  This 
course uses the inductive method of Bible study.
