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COURSE DESCRIPTION  
7th grade Art is an introduction to art history and its role in human creativity.  The course 
provides for exploration in the areas of scratchboard, linoleum block print collages, hand 
casting, and an introduction to drawing with the use of grids, and contours and shading.   
Students will be introduced to media with full exposure and work in all areas, and be 
introduced to areas of art they may never have previously explored.  Students will also be 
encouraged to continue their artistic development through additional art courses and 
extracurricular activities.   
 
COURSE SCOPE AND SEQUENCE 
First Quarter 
 Art History           

Key Concepts: Prehistoric Art and Creativity, Egyptian Rules for Rendering Images, 
Egyptian Theology, Greek Art and Philosophy of Man as God, Art of the Crusades,  
Native American Art and How God is Seen in Nature, Pueblo Storytellers, Aborigine 
Art and ties with Nature, Exploring how God has created us as Special Individuals. 
Assessments: Completion of projects including Cave Painting, Greek Krater Pot, 
Crusader Shield, Stained glass window mosaic, Native American story Tellers, 
and Aborigine Art Works.  Neatness, effort, goal accomplishment and use of 
class time and resources are also included in the assessment. 
Biblical Integration: For each era studied, students will be shown how the people of 
the time approached God and how it affected the artwork of the time. (2 Chron. 4) 
  
Art Projects             
Key Concepts: Applying newly learned skills and skills learned in 6th grade to have 
some fun in creating crafts including:  Hand Casting, and Linoleum Block Prints. 
Assessments:   Completion of the Project, Neatness, Goal Accomplishment, Effort, 
and Use of Class Time and Resources 
Biblical Integration:  Psalms 139: 13-16 states that ‘we are fearfully and wonderfully 
made’ Students focus on that verse as we recreate the marvelous hands God gave 
us. 
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
