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ABOUT PHOENIX, ARIZONA

Phoenix Christian traces its roots to 1902 when a young father in 
Kansas wanted to ensure his children would receive solid, Biblical 
teaching. Ora and Phebe Weed began the Old Paths Bible School. 
The second generation Weed family moved to Phoenix, Arizona 
and established Old Paths Bible School in the small agricultural 

community of Peoria. The family believed that moving to Phoenix 
would give more students the opportunity to receive a Christian 

education, so in 1949, they purchased the property at 18th Avenue 
and Indian School and changed the name to Phoenix Christian 
High School. Since 1949, Phoenix Christian has grown to now 
include Christ-centered education for infants through twelfth 

grade, and later changed its name to Phoenix Christian 
Preparatory School, to reflect its goal to prepare students to 

“Launch Life.” Phoenix Christian has over 5,000 alumni and many 
second and third generation families attend Phoenix Christian.
